4. To back up the current BIOS, at the A:\> prompt, type [BIOS flash utility name]
-s [BIOS file name] (example: gvf11 -s nx76t2dr.f1) and press Enter.

5. Toflash BIOS, at the A:\> prompt, type [BIOS flash utility name] -p [BIOS
file name] (example: gvf11-p nx76t2dr.f2) and press Enter.

6. Wait until it's done, then restart your computer.
